•	 Length: 500–1,500 words (preferred: around 650 words)
•	 Format: Microsoft Word document (.doc or .docx)
•	 Author Bio: Include a short bio (2–3 sentences), professional headshot, and contact information
•	 Images: Submit optional graphics or photos as separate high-resolution files (300 dpi minimum). 

If images are embedded in your Word document, please also attach them separately.
•	 Closing Paragraph: May include a brief description of your company and how readers can 

connect.

Articles are reviewed around the first week of each month. Accepted submissions typically appear in 
the following month’s edition.
